July 14, 2025 6:00 PM

The regularly scheduled meeting of the Walker Mayor and City Council was held at
Walker City Hall—13600 Aydell Lane on Monday, July 14, 2025 at 6:00 p.m. The meeting
was called to order by Mayor Watson, followed with prayer by Mr. Griffin. Municipal Clerk,
Tammy Payton, conducted the roll call of the council members.

Upon a motion made by Mr. Griffin, seconded by Ms. Major, Ordinance 07-2025-01,
2025 Annual Budget Amendment No. 2, was approved.
